September 26 & 27, 2008, Community Center, on FM 2127, Post Oak, Texas

All entries must be received at the Post Oak Community Center no later than
noon, Wednesday, September 24, 2008.

Anyone is eligible to enter. There will be no entry fee.

Each entry (quilt or other item) must be labeled on the lower right back
corner: The label should list the Name of the entry; and Exhibitor’s name,
address, and phone number.

Each entry (quilt or other item) should be delivered in a fabric bag or
pillowcase. The bag should also be labeled: Name of the entry; and Exhibitors
name, address, and phone number.

An Entry Form properly completed (with measurements) and signed must
accompany each entry.

Items shown at Post Oak in the past five years are not eligible for showing in
2008.

The quilt show committee reserves the right to place entries in a category other
than the one for which it was entered. All entries will be arranged for exhibit by
members of the quilt show committee.

Ribbons will be given if items are judged in the defined categories.

Ribbons will be presented to Members' Choice, and Peoples' Choice.

10.Entrants are responsible for insuring their own entries. Every precaution will be

taken in the care and handling of your entry; however Busy Bee Quilters are not
liable for any loss or damage to your entry.

11.A Receipt will be given you at the time the quilt or item is accepted for entry

in the show. Your RECEIPT will be required to pick up the quilt or item
Saturday, September 27, 2008, after the close of the show. (If someone other
than the exhibitor picks up the entry he or she must have the receipt and the name
must have been listed on the form.) Please make arrangements for pick up by
5:00 P.M.
